The surface water 
temperature ranges from 25 °C (80 F) in summer 
to 12 °C (54 F) in winter. The Adriatic sea presents 
crystal clear 50 shades of blue, from green 
turquoise to deep blue waters.. Imagine waking 
up on Your private yacht, having breakfast on 
the deck, and jumping in the turquoise waters. 
Imagine changing backdrops of the amazing 
nature changing while You slide across the 
Sea.
